        new book published by APA press:  Critical Thinking About Psychology : Hidden Assumptions and Plausible Alternatives (B Slife, J Reber, F. Richardson, Eds.)…published  at end of 2004 .. featured in Division  Spotlight in January 2005 Monitor
 

        proposal of award in honor of Ted Sarbin…under rubric of a “critical psychology” award, critical being viewed as an elastic term in this context…judges would be initially consist of  a committee of president, president-elect, and past president, and  two people from the role theory group…..once in place, judges would be appointed by presidents currently in place…rotating panel of judges.  Hank spoke in favor of the award with the role theory people covering the cost of the award…money would be raised by “role theorists of the year”—need clarification re: award….Ron:  impact on division’s existing professional contribution award…was this considered?   Hank raised the idea to provide some recognition each year to a psychologist who has made contribution to the kind of work Ted has been involved with….Suzanne:  name it in reerence to critical psych….(a) what kind of funds and for what use…and (b) the description of award ….Scott:  concern about overlap of award…and also if one has monetary component and the others do not, can elevate it in minds of people….Del:  would be focused around people familiar with Ted’s work, and also would prefer not to have monetary award…Hank: the award would recognize a particular work….Suzanne wants to broaden the pool of potential recipients….otherwise can make appropriate pool of recipients hard to find….Brent suggested letting the presidential committee sort out the details….Suzanne will approach them to discuss the details.

 

        Ken Shapiro’s proposal for proposal of human-animal studies……has asked for official endorsement…letter……scott suggested support…..suzanne has website address for the proposal….discussed pro’s and con’s of support.  (Problem is that a new division requires 2/3 support from council reps; hence a decision to not support, ie, to ‘not oppose’, has an effect re: the proposal)
